This information is not a comprehensive list but a list of some of the resources, books, or web sites that would assist you as 
you volunteer with IFI and seek to evangelize internationals.  
 

IFI Library: 

We have a library of materials for your use in preparing Bible Studies, devotional time, missions, and cross cultural 
ministry as well as foreign language DVD (videos) such as the Jesus Film.  Books you can take out of the IFI library for 
free- The World at Your Doorstep-- Handbook for International Student Ministry, by Lawson Lau and “The World at 

Your Door, Reaching International Students in Your Home, Church, and School”, by Dr. Tom Phillips and Bob 
Norworthy, and with Terry Whalin.   
 
Mainland Chinese only:  General Apologetics to give to Chinese students. There is an English version for you to read 
also. 

Book- “Song of a Wanderer” written by a Chinese student who came to Christ.  It is available in both Chinese and 
English.  Purchase online at Ambassadors for Christ, ministry that does evangelism and discipleship to Mainland 
Chinese: http://www.afcinc.org/bookstore/  , click on “Mainland Chinese Literature Ministry”, scroll down to and click 
on “Apologetic Materials”, click on “General Apologetic”. The cost for Chinese version is: $3.50 and the English 
version is $9.50.  There are also other helpful books, videos and CD’s available on this site.  

 
Resources for all other International Students: Resources in other languages and about World Religions and Accuracy 
of the Bible, and Creationism.

Click on “Free Materials” and you can download and print off the 
following:  country profiles sheets about countries most students come from (China, Hong Kong, India, 
Indonesia, Japan, Malaysia, Pakistan, S. Korea, Thailand, and Taiwan), sheets of each of the world’s major 
religions (Animism, Buddhism, Hinduism, Islam, Judaism, Marxism, Secularism, and Shinto), , and 
brochures, called “World Religions Overview”; “How Can We Know the Bible is the Word of God”; and “Is 
Jesus the Only Way?”.   If you click on “Materials for Purchase”, click on “books” scroll down to a book 
entitled “Compact Guide to World Religions” by Dean Halverson for $12.00.  This may be a helpful 
resource for you also.
